Town Board Meeting

April 4, 2016 – 6:00 PM

The regular monthly board meeting was called to order by Steve Austin, Chairman, at 6:00 PM at the Webb Lake Town Hall.

The pledge of allegiance was recited and roll call was taken with all board members present.    

VERIFICATION OF PUBLIC NOTICE POSTINGS:  Gail Keup, Clerk, stated the agendas were posted at least twenty four hours before the meetings.

CHANGES TO THE AGENDA:  There were no changes made to the order of the agenda.
WAGNER SURVEY:  Mark Krause from Wagner Survey presented a map showing the changes made to the Plat of Ridge Trace.  Greg Main made a motion to approve the Trace addition to Voyager Village as submitted by Wagner Survey and John Kielkucki seconded it.  Motion carried.  Northwest Engineering is involved in bringing the roads up to town approval.  The board mentioned to Mark Krause that Voyager Village is responsible for cutting back trees and brush that has grown up on the sides of the roads.  Mark stated there would be two lot parcels combined in to one lot on Sunny Acres on the Jacobson property on Long Lake.  Greg Main made a motion to approve the lot combination to the Jacobson property and John Kielkucki seconded it.  Motion carried.  Mark gave the clerk a check for $27.
CORRESPONDENCE:  Carl from the road crew stated he had contacted the USDA regarding beaver control again this year but they have not returned his phone calls.  The contract had been sent to Steve Austin and was in the correspondence.

Greg Main stated the TRIP Grant had been awarded to us and we have three years to use it.  We will have to use it on another road other than River Road as the bids have already gone out on that road.
DISCUSSION AND ACTION ITEMS:
Approval of March  Minutes:  Greg Main made a motion to accept the minutes as presented and John Kielkucki seconded it.  Motion carried.  
Clerk’s Monthly Expenditure Reports:   John made a motion to accept the clerk’s monthly expenditure report in the amount of $49,172.08 and Greg seconded it.  Motion carried.  
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Dates for Open Book and Board of Review:   Bob Pardun, Assessor for Town of Webb Lake, stated he had one Saturday remaining and that was June 4th.  The board and the assessor decided to have the Open Book on Wednesday evening, May 25, 2016 from 6:00 p.m to 8:00 p.m. and the Board of Review on Saturday, June 4, 2016 from 9:00 a.m. to 11:00 a.m.  Both meetings will be at the Webb Lake Town Hall.  
Treasurer’s Report:  Michelle Hophan presented the treasurer’s report.  We have an available balance of $281,961.22.  John made a motion to accept the report and Greg seconded it.  Motion carried.
Roads and Gravel Purchase:  Carl Meister explained that gravel will be needed for Myric Lake Road and shouldering Namekagon Trail.  He felt 12,000 yards would last the summer.  The board requested that the clerk put an ad in the paper requesting bids for the purchase of and crushing gravel for the town.  Carl stated there are signs up on Namekagon Trail warning travelers of work being done and to take caution.  The North end of that road is closed as it is too dangerous with the heavy equipment working there to allow travel.  Greg asked Carl if he had heard anything from Monarch yet regarding paving River Road.  Carl said he had not.
PUBLIC COMMENTS:  It was asked if road restrictions are still on and Carl stated that yes they were and would probably be on until at least the middle of April.
The Recycle Center needs repairs made to the sign and new posts put in.  Carl stated the road crew would take care of that.

Greg Main made a motion to adjourn and John Kielkucki seconded it.  Meeting adjourned at 6:27 p.m.
