Town Board Meeting

November 7, 2016 – 5:45 PM

MEETING OF THE ELECTORS:

The meeting of the electors convened in open session at 5:50 PM with approximately 23 voting members present.

Ben Keup made a motion to adopt the tax levy for 2017 in the amount of $319,032 and Sharon Rochel seconded it.  The motion passed with a voice vote of 23 yeses 0 nos.  
Brian Rollins made a motion to approve the budget revision for the highway over expenditures for 2016 and Ron Gray seconded the motion.  Motion carried with a voice vote – 23 yeses, 0 nays.  $25,000 will be added o the budget.
Angela Rollins made a moion to approve the 2017 budge in the amount of $555,000 and Frank Dierberger seconded it.  Motion carried with a 23 yes an 0 no voice vote.

Greg Main made a motion to adjourn at 5:57 PM and John Kielkucki seconded it.  Motion carried

REGULAR MONTHLY BOARD MEETING:

The regular monthly board meeting was called to order by Chairman Steve Austin, at 6:00 PM at the Webb Lake Town Hall.

The pledge of allegiance was recited and roll call was taken with all board members present.  Treasurer, Micelle Hophan was absent. 

VERIFICATION OF PUBLIC NOTICE POSTINGS:  Gail Keup, Clerk, stated the November agenda was posted on November 5th.

CHANGES TO THE AGENDA:  There were no changes made to the order of the agenda.
CERTIFIED MAP APPROVALS:  Mike Pfister of Secluded Land Company gave a check to the clerk in the amount of $37 which included the survey fee and twelve lots at $2 per lot.  Greg Main made a motion to approve the certified map for lot divisions on Miniature Lake with no changes from last month and John Kielkucki seconded it.  Motion carried.  There will be a common access easement so all of the driveways will not enter off of Namekago Trail.
Bill Anderson from Cornerstone Survey gave the clerk a check in the amount of $30 which covered the survey fee and one large lot and one small lot on Miniature Lake.  Greg made a motion to approve the lot divisions and John seconded it.  Motion carried.
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CORRESPONDENCE:  Greg Main noticed Jason Towne had sent a letter asking if any private structures were damaged during the July storm.  Greg said he would notify him regarding Jerry Weeks home and some homes on Birch Lane.  

Gail Keup stated she has asked another Web Design Company to give us a bid for a new website as the one we have now is not user friendly.  Steve Austin stated the clerk is the person who maintains information on the site so go ahead with Magnifisites.  They are local and will be there to answer questions and help with the website. 
AMBULANCE PROGRESS REPORT:  Greg stated he had attended the Towns Association Meeting in October and the only bid they usually get for ambulance service is from North Memorial.  Greg stated Jackson and Webb Lake were very vocal at the meeting.  They discussed having an ambulance at A & H for a certain amount of time each week.  There has been no ambulance at A & H since July.  The Ambulance Committee stated they had done much searching and questioning other townships who have their own ambulance and there are many issues to be dealt with and a very big expense to set up our own ambulance service.  They feel we have three options.  1) Stay with North Memorial, 2) Look for another service or 3) Provide our own.  They felt number one was the most feasible.
APPROVE OCTOBER MINUTES:  John Kielkucki made a motion to approve the minutes for October  as submitted with no changes and Greg Main seconded it.  Motion carried.

CLERK’S BILL LISTING:  Greg Main made a motion to accept the clerk’s monthly bill listing in the amount of $30,163.92 and John Kielkucki seconded it.  Motion carried.
TREASURER’S REPORT:   John made a motion to accept the treasurer’s report as submitted by Gail Keup in the absence of Michelle and Greg seconded it.  Motion carried.  We have an available balance of $107,987.46.
BUILDING INSPECTOR CONTRACT:  Steve Austin made a motion to sign the one year contract with Dennis Quinn for 2017 and John seconded it.  Motion carried.

BARTENDER LICENSE:  Greg Main made a motion to approve the bartender license for Patricia Knorn and John Kielkucki seconded it.  Motion carried.

PUBLIC COMMENTS:  The Women’s Club is still wondering what their options are as far as storage space for their rummage sale items.  Carl stated we cannot give up any more space in the old garage as it is needed to keep town equipment out of the weather.  He will check out a space for a 8 X 40 shipping container.
John made a motion to adjourn at 6:31 PM and Greg seconded it.  Meeting adjourned.
