Burnett County

Town Board Meeting

February 6, 2017 – 6:00 PM

The regular monthly board meeting was called to order by Steve Austin, Chairman, at 6:00 PM at the Webb Lake Town Hall.  Sixteen electors were present.
The pledge of allegiance was recited and roll call was taken with all board members present.     

VERIFICATION OF PUBLIC NOTICE POSTINGS:  Gail Keup, Clerk, stated the February agenda was posted on February 4, 2017.

CHANGES TO THE AGENDA:  There were no changes made to the order of the agenda.
AMBULANCE SERVICE:  Greg Main stated he had attended the Wisconsin Towns Meeting at Burnett County Government Center and he put some statistics on the board.  Right now we pay an average of $54 per person for ambulance service in Webb Lake.  There are still three ambulances in service in the county.  Wisconsin Towns Association is requesting bids from other services to see if we can get better pricing.  It is estimated that in 2018, the charge per person will be around $75-$80 per person.  They would like to take the ambulance from Danbury and place it closer to Webb Lake.

ST. PATRICK’S DAY PARADE:  The parade is scheduled for March 18, 2017 at 1:00 p.m.  Maria Rosenthal presented a form from Burnett County for the board to approve and for Steve to sign giving them permission to close Highway H from noon to 3:00 p.m.  John Kielkucki requested they be sure to clean up after the parade.  The board asked if signs could be put up to prevent people from building fires along side the road.
CORRESPONDENCE:   Supervisors Greg Main said Burnett County Forest & Parks has a $22,000 grant available again this year.  He asked Carl if he would check in to this and apply for it.  We received another $89,724.58 from the state for the July, 2011 disaster.
APPROVE MINUTES:    Supervisor Greg Main made a motion to accept the  minutes for the month of January as presented and Supervisor John Kielkucki seconded it.  Motion carried.
MONTHLY BILL LISTING FOR JANUARY, 2017:  John made a motion to accept the clerk’s monthly bill listing in the amount of $420,591.48 and Greg seconded it.  Motion carried. 
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TREASURER’S REPORT:  Michelle Hophan submitted the treasurer’s report.  John made a motion to approve the report and Greg seconded it.  Motion carried.  We have an available balance of $1,183,259.14.  Michelle explained tax dollars to the county, school district and WITC will be paid by the middle of February decreasing this amount considerably.  

BEAVER CONTROL:  Greg Main made a motion to renew the contract again this year and John Kielkucki seconded it.  Motion carried.
PICK UP TRUCK FOR ROAD CREW:  Carl Meister explained the old GMC is no longer in use and is not worth repairing.  He had some bids he gave to the board.  John Kielkucki made a motion to approve up to $30,000 for a vehicle and Greg Main seconded it.  Motion carried.  They will continue looking.
PUBLIC COMMENTS:    David Grindell was present at the meeting and spoke to the board and people regarding his election for judge for Burnett County.
Ron Gray said he was at a meeting and they stated the speed limits on township roads for ATV travel would be left up to the townships.  An amended ordinance has been tabled until further discussion.

It was asked if the people of the townships could vote on the ambulance service and Greg explained that we get one vote from each township.  The contract does not state where the ambulance is to be parked.

Greg Main stated we need to take about ten feet from the storage portion in the back of the town hall and expand the clerk’s office as we are running out of space to store files for the town and cemetery.

We need to look at a new roof on the town hall and possibly new paint and lettering to match the garage across the road.

John made a motion to adjourn and Greg seconded it.  Meeting adjourned at 6:48 p.m.
