Town Board Meeting

March 6, 2017 – 6:00 PM

The regular monthly board meeting was called to order by Steve Austin, Chairman, at 6:00 PM at the Webb Lake Town Hall.

The pledge of allegiance was recited and roll call was taken.  Greg Main was absent.    

VERIFICATION OF PUBLIC NOTICE POSTINGS:  Gail Keup, Clerk, stated the March agenda was posted on Saturday, March 4th.  Gail stated she added Lakes and Pines to the agenda at approximately 9:30 a.m. on March 4th.
CHANGES TO THE AGENDA:  There were no changes made to the order of the agenda.
BRITTANY FRY FROM BURNETT COUNTY HEALTH:  Brittany stated she had received a grant to test area water sources for arsenic and other properties.  She is gathering data for Burnett County.  Six people took kits to test their water.
WAGNER SURVEY:  Mark Krause from Wagner Survey presented the amended Wallin map on Webb Lake.  John Kielkucki made a motion to approve the amended map and Steve Austin seconded it .  Motion carried.  The property belonging to Harold Johnson on Highway H was surveyed to parcel off a five acre lot from 40 acreas so 35 acreas can be sold.  John made a motion to approve the certified survey map with the lot division and Steve Austin seconded it.  Motion carried.  Mark gave Michelle Hophan a check in the amount of $27.00 for the Johnson survey – the Wallin map was paid the first time the property was surveyed.

BIDS FOR NEW ROOF ON TOWN HALL:  John Kielkucki stated he felt we should put an ad in the paper for bids to reroof and repaint the town hall.  Gail Keup stated she would get something in the paper.

CORRESPONDENCE:  The board reviewed the correspondence with nothing of importance to discuss.
MINUTES FOR FEBRUARY:  John Kielkucki made a motion to accept the minutes for the month of February as presented and Steve Austin seconded it.  Motion carried.
EXPENDITURE REPORT:  John made a motion to accept the clerk’s monthly report in the amount of $1,053,774.24 and Steve seconded it.  Motion carried.  
TREASURER’S REPORT:  Michelle Hophan submitted the treasurer’s report.  John made a motion to approve the report and Steve seconded it.  Motion carried.  We have an available balance of $301,568.42. 
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FIREWORKS PERMIT:  Dan Kaye has applied for a fireworks permit again this year for July 2nd .  Gail stated she has not received the actual permit back yet but when it comes, she will give it to Steve to sign.
PICNIC LICENSE FOR LAKES AND PINES:  Lakes and Pines Sno-Trails has paid a $10 fee and requested a permit to sell malt beverages at the St. Pat’s Day Parade on March 18th.  Steve Austin signed the permit.
PUBLIC COMMENTS :  Carl Meister stated they have been getting some prices on a new dump truck.  The board suggested we put that item on the agenda for April so we can discuss and or take action on the purchase of a new truck.  The International is a 2002 and Carl felt we could probably get $12,000 for that if we sell it.
John Kielkucki made a motion to adjourn at 6:24 PM and Steve Austin seconded it.  The meeting was adjourned.
