Town Board Meeting

June 5, 2017 – 6:00 PM

The regular monthly board meeting was called to order by Chairman Steve Austin, at 6:00 PM at the Webb Lake Town Hall.  

The pledge of allegiance was recited and roll call was taken.  Supervisor, John Kielkucki was absent.   

VERIFICATION OF PUBLIC NOTICE POSTINGS:  Gail Keup, Clerk, stated the June agenda was posted at least twenty four hours before the meeting.

CHANGES TO THE AGENDA:  Mark Krause was not present so was moved further down the agenda.
JIM TOLBERT, DIRECTOR OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT FOR BURNETT COUNTY:  Jim introduced himself and stated he has been the new Emergency Manager since January of this year.  He stated the program provides organization and assistance in times of disaster.  He will teach a class at the government center on August 3, 2017 regarding the first twelve hours after a disaster strikes.  Steve asked if our cell towers have back up power for emergency situations and Jim said yes and no.  They do have back up LP tanks but the batteries need to be recharged after so many hours.  Greg asked if a big electrical outage seems to be a big issue and Jim said only if we have a big ice storm which seems to be more and more common.
MARK KRAUSE FROM WAGNER SURVEY:  Mark stated the W. Des Moines Estates will be presented at the county level tomorrow so next month we should be able to finalize the map.  Steve Austin made a motion to approve the W. Des Moines Estates divisions and Greg Main seconded it.  Motion carried.
Greg Main made a motion to approve the lot exchange/combination for Jon Reedy and Steve Austin seconded it.  Motion carried. 

Greg Main made a motion to approve the combination of lots for Whitcomb and Steve Austin seconded it.  Motion carried.  Three parcels were combined in to one to accommodate the construction of a garage.

Mark gave a check in the amount of $56.00 to Michelle Hophan, Treasurer.

CORRESPONDENCE:  The correspondence was reviewed by the board with nothing of importance to discuss.
MAY MINUTES:  Greg Main made a motion to accept the minutes as presented with no corrections and Steve Austin seconded it.  Motion carried.

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MONTHLY BILL LISTING:  Greg made a motion to accept the clerk’s monthly bill listing in the amount of $173,923.05  and Steve seconded it. Motion carried.
LIQUOR AND BARTENDER LICENSES:  Greg Main made a motion to approve those businesses that have all of the appropriate paper work completed which include Lumberjack, Oak Ridge, The Main Store, Rosenthal’s, Gliders and the Cabaret with the exception of Northwoods Inn pending payment of their personal property taxes and to approve the list of 34 bartenders who have completed all necessary paperwork and Steve Austin seconded it.  Motion carried. 

TREASURER’S REPORT: Greg made a motion to accept the treasurer’s report as submitted by Michelle Hophan and Steve seconded it.  Motion carried.  There is an available balance of $131,254.91 in the checking and money market accounts.

PUBLIC COMMENTS:  Someone asked about the ambulance situation in Webb Lake.  Greg Main stated the Towns Association had met with Tribal regarding donations to the ambulance in Danbury.  The Tribe was going to pay additional to keep the ambulance in Danbury.  We have three ambulances that will run 24/7 and if one of them is housed at A & H, they will need to build a garage.
The Fire Chief reminded everyone of the fire department picnic on July 1st.

Someone from the Women’s Club asked when the clerk’s office would be remodeled and hoped it would not be before the August rummage sale.  Greg stated it would be sometime after August.

Greg made a motion to adjourn at 6:39 PM and Steve seconded it.  Meeting adjourned.
