Town Board Meeting

October 2, 2017 – 6:00 PM

The regular monthly board meeting was called to order by Chairman Steve Austin at 6:00 PM at the Webb Lake Town Hall.

The pledge of allegiance was recited.  Roll call was taken.  Treasurer, Michelle Hophan was absent.   

VERIFICATION OF PUBLIC NOTICE POSTINGS:  Gail Keup, Clerk, stated the  agenda was posted at least twenty-four hours before the meeting.

CHANGES TO THE ORDER OF THE AGENDA:  Mark Krause from Wagner Survey had not yet arrived so was moved further down the agenda.
CORRESPONDENCE:  There was nothing in the correspondence for discussion or action.  

APPROVAL OF CLERK’S MINUTES:  Greg Main made a motion to accept the minutes as presented and  John Kielkucki seconded it.  Motion carried.

APPROVE CLERK’S MONTHLY BILL LISTING:  John made a motion to accept the clerk’s monthly bill listing totaling $163,356.51 and Greg seconded it.  Motion carried.   
MAP SURVEY:  Mark Krause from Wagner Survey presented a map of the Billie Frisch property on Long Lake.  Greg Main made a motion to approve the certified map combining two lots in to one and John Kielkucki seconded it.  Motion carried.

ADDITION TO CLERK’S OFFICE:  Greg made a motion to put an ad in the paper seeking bids to add a storage room on to the clerk’s office and John seconded it. Motion carried.

APPROVE TREASURER’S REPORT:  John Kielkucki made a motion to accept the treasurer’s report as submitted by Clerk Gail Keup  and Greg Main seconded it.  Motion carried.  We have an available balance of $93,981.18.  
BONDING FOR TREASURER DURING TAX TIME:  Greg Main made a motion to bond the treasurer during tax time versus opting out with an ordinance and John Kielkucki seconded it.  Motion carried.  The state has set guidelines regarding bonding that must be followed during tax collection periods.  That amount has more than tripled for the Town of Webb Lake but the board felt it was needed due to possible accidents or fires which would then cover our tax amount collected.
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SNOW PLOWING PRIVATE ROADS:  Greg Main made a motion to raise the price for this year to $125 and John Kielkucki seconded it.  Motion carried.  Carl Meister asked if something could be addressed in the contract regarding trees/branches hanging over the road.  He explained the damages that have occurred in the past to windows, lights, etc. with low hanging branches hitting and breaking them.  Gail stated she would ask Michelle to address the situation when she did the contract this year.
PUBLIC COMMENTS:  A comment was made about ATV’s going down a road that is a dead end and if something could be done about that.  Carl stated he would put up a sign stating “no through way”.
It was brought to the boards’ attention that the culvert by the public landing between Des Moines Lake and Long Lake has been destroyed.  Carl will check the culvert in question, however, it does not belong to the Town of Webb Lake.  The Town of Scott is responsible for that portion of the road.
John made a motion to adjourn and Greg seconded it.  Meeting adjourned at 6:22 PM.
