Board Meeting – March 5, 2018, 6:00 PM

The regular monthly board meeting was called to order by Chairman, Steve Austin at 6:00 PM at the Webb Lake Town Hall.  Nine people attended the meeting.





The Pledge of Allegiance was  recited and roll call taken.  Supervisor John Kielkucki was absent.





VERIFICATION OF PUBLIC POSTINGS:  Gail  Keup, Clerk, stated the agenda was posted March 3, 2018 in three places.





CHANGES TO ORDER OF AGENDA:  There were no changes made to the order of the agenda.





CORRESPONDENCE:  The board reviewed the correspondence with nothing of significance to discuss.  





OFFICE ADDITION AND STORAGE:  Greg Main received two bids on the office addition for storage.  Chairman Steve Austin opened the bids.  Greg Main made a motion to accept the bid from R & R Construction in the amount of $3,947 because it was the lower bid and Steve Austin seconded it.  Motion carried.  The other bid was from Wiley Construction in the amount of $4,140.





PICNIC LICENSE FOR LAKES AND PINES SNO-TRAILS:  Greg Main made a motion to approve a picnic license for Lakes & Pines Sno-Trails for March 17th, St. Pat's Day Parade and Steve Austin seconded it.  Motion carried.





APPROVAL OF DECEMBER MINUTES:  Greg Main made a motion to approve the February minutes as submitted and Steve Austin seconded it.  Motion carried.





APPROVAL OF CLERK'S BILL LISTING:  Greg Main made a motion to approve the February expenditures in the amount of $764,126.76 and Steve Austin seconded it.  Motion carried.





APPROVAL OF TREASURER'S REPORT:  Greg Main made a motion to approve the treasurer's report with an ending available balance of $371,581.43 and Steve Austin seconded it.  Motion carried. 





CHANGE FINANCIAL INSTITUTIONS:  Greg Main made a motion to change the town's financial account with Bremer to Community and to open two debit card accounts – one for the treasurer, Wendy Purcell and one for the clerk, Gail Keup and Steve Austin seconded it.  Motion carried.   Three signatures are required on the checks – Chairman Steve Austin, Clerk Gail Keup and Treasurer Wendy Purcell.  The town treasurer will have access to the online banking program and is allowed to conduct transfers between accounts within the same institution and the clerk will have look up access only.





PUBLIC COMMENTS:  There were no Public Comments forthcoming.  Carl talked about constructing a new salt/sand shed with storage space behind it.  Mike reminded the board road restrictions will start around the middle of March.





Greg Main made a motion to adjourn at 6:15 PM and Steve Austin seconded it.  Meeting adjourned.
