Board Meeting – August 6, 2018 - 6:00 PM

Webb Lake Town Hall
The regular monthly board meeting was called to order by Chairman, Steve Austin at 6:00 PM at the Webb Lake Town Hall.  Thirteen people attended the meeting.

The Pledge of Allegiance was  recited and roll call taken with everyone present.

VERIFICATION OF PUBLIC POSTINGS:  Gail  Keup, Clerk, stated the agenda was posted August 5, 2018 in three places.

CHANGES TO ORDER OF AGENDA:  There were no changes made to the order of the agenda.

MARK KRAUSE, SURVEYOR:   Greg Main made a motion to approve the map survey of the Rita Irons property and John Kielkucki seconded it.  Motion passed with a voice vote.  She is selling five acres with the house.  John Kielkucki made a motion to approve the division of three lots into two on property owned by Peterson and Barnard on Arbutus and Greg Main seconded it.  Motion carried by a voice vote.  A check was given to Treasurer Wendy Purcell.

CORRESPONDENCE:  There was nothing in the correspondence for discussion.
APPROVAL OF JULY MINUTES:  Supervisor Main made a motion to approve the July minutes with a correction of Des Moines Lake Trail – not Des Moines Lake Road and Supervisor Kielkucki seconded it.  Motion carried with a voice vote.

APPROVAL OF CLERK'S BILL LISTING:  Supervisor Kielkucki made a motion to approve the July expenditures in the amount of $22,672.72 and Supervisor Main seconded it.  Motion carried with a voice vote.

APPROVAL OF TREASURER'S REPORT:  John Kielkucki made a motion to approve the treasurer's report with an ending available balance of $363,624.50 and Greg Main seconded it.  Motion carried with a voice vote. 

ROAD AND EQUIPMENT REPORT:  Road Foreman, Carl Meister stated the 2000 John Deere tractor needs a new transmission and hydraulics. He said he was told it is not worth repairing.  Carl said it would cost approximately $110,000 to $125,000 for a new tractor and mower.  The John Deere has 5200 hours on it.  The board asked Carl to get some bids on a new tractor and mower before our next meeting in September.
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OPEN ASPHALT BIDS FOR MYRICK LAKE ROADAND N. WEBB LAKE DRIVE:  Monarch is the only bid received by the board.The bid for Myrick Lake Road was $39,433.26 and the bid on N. Webb Lake Drive was $21,938.64.  They also included pricing on Vaughn Park Drive (Cul de Sac) for $6,411.09 and other various patches for $15,652.85.  Supervisor Kielkucki made a motion to approve all bids and Supervisor Main seconded it.  Motion carried with a voice vote.  The representative present from Monarch stated they could do Myrick Lake in two weeks but had no time line on the other roads.  We have the LRIP grant to help with Myrick Lake Road and we could apply for another grant this fall and work on Silent Springs and Lake 26 Road.

PUBLIC COMMENTS:   The question came up how and who determines what roads get priority to be worked on.  Greg Main stated if the roads are causing a problem and a danger to travel, it gets top priority.  He also stated we can't repair roads or add culverts unless it is approved by the DNR first.

Supervisor Kielkucki made a motion to adjourn and Supervisor Main seconded it.  Meeting adjourned at 6:31 PM.
