CORRESPONDENCE:  There was nothing in the correspondence for discussion.
APPROVAL OF AUGUST MINUTES:  Supervisor Main made a motion to approve the August minutes as presented and Supervisor Kielkucki seconded it.  Motion carried with a voice vote.

APPROVAL OF CLERK'S BILL LISTING:  Supervisor Main made a motion to approve the August expenditures in the amount of $70,699.96 and Supervisor Kielkucki seconded it.  Motion carried with a voice vote.

APPROVAL OF TREASURER'S REPORT:  John Kielkucki made a motion to approve the treasurer's report with an ending available balance of $407,561.93 and Greg Main seconded it.  Motion carried with a voice vote. 

OPEN BIDS FOR NEW TRACTOR AND MOWER:  John Kielkucki made a motion to accept the bids from Baribeau for $75,709 – $140,709 less $65,000 trade in on the John Deere tractor and $56,432 for the Diamond mower and Greg Main seconded it.  Motion carried with a voice vote.  John Deere/Alamo came in at $143,354 and $140,441 respectively with a considerably less trade in on the old tractor.

PUBLIC COMMENTS:   Greg Main asked Carl Meister if he would take a look at S. Adams Lake Road and fix the big pot holes and at least make it driveable.  

Greg Main made a motion to adjourn and John Kielkucki seconded it.  Meeting adjourned at 6:51 PM.
