Board Meeting – December 3, 2018, 5:00 PM

Webb Lake Town Hall
The regular monthly board meeting was called to order by Chairman, Steve Austin at 5:00 PM at the Webb Lake Town Hall.  Twelve people attended the meeting.

The Pledge of Allegiance was  recited and roll call taken.  Greg Main was absent.

VERIFICATION OF PUBLIC POSTINGS:  Gail  Keup, Clerk, stated the agenda was posted December 1, 2018 in three places.

CHANGES TO ORDER OF AGENDA:  Mark Krause from Wagner Survey was moved down the agenda as he had not yet arrived.

CRYSTAL LAKE ROAD:  Steve Johnson from Voyager Village stated that Crystal Lake Road and Drive are ready to be turned over to the Town of Webb Lake  but there are some legalities that need to be addressed.  Mark Krause will work with Road Foreman, Carl Meister to get a legal description to the state.  Carl stated the road did meet town road specifications.

MIKE TAYLOR REGARDING MYRICK ROAD BID:  Mike explained the road project was held up by the DNR due to the presence of milk weed on Myrick Lake Road which changed the original bid amount.  Mike agreed to lower the final cost of $10,280 by $2,880 making the final payment $7,400.  John Kielkucki made a motion to accept the final bid of $7,400 and Steve Austin seconded it.  Motion carried.

MARK KRAUSE FROM WAGNER SURVEY:  John Kielkucki made a motion to accept the resurvey of Des Moines Lake Trail combining three lots and making it two and Steve Austin seconded it.  Motion carried.  

John Kielkucki made a motion to approve the resurvey of S. Webb Lake Drive off Highway 77 and Steve Austin seconded it.  Motion carried.

Mark stated the town road on Shore Line Drive that leads to a boat launch has been continutally used by the town and the town continues to have rights to such road.  We will need to contact our town attorney, Ryan Benson, and have him send a letter to the property owner near the boat launch stating we plan to keep the launch open.

CORRESPONDENCE:  The board reviewed the correspondence with nothing of importance to address.

APPROVAL OF NOVEMBER MINUTES:  John Kielkucki made a motion to approve the November minutes as presented and Steve Austin seconded it.  Motion carried.

APPROVAL OF CLERK'S BILL LISTING:  John Kielkucki made a motion to approve the November expenditures in the amount of $174,592.99 and Steve Austin seconded it.  Motion carried.
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APPROVAL OF TREASURER'S REPORT:  John Kielkucki made a motion to approve the treasurer's report with an ending available balance of $184,310.15 and Steve Austin seconded it.  Motion carried.

CAUCUS DATE:  The board set a date for the caucus for January 21, 2019 at 6:00 PM at the Webb Lake Town Hall.

LRIP GRANT AND ROADS:  We will apply for a LRIP grant for Lake 26 Road for next year.

PUBLIC COMMENTS:  It was stated that a WWII veteran had passed away last week.  Also Steve Austin was thanked for greeting people at the Thanksgiving dinner in November.  It was also pointed out that the meeting time change was not posted on the sign at the Webb Lake Fire Hall to which Gail Keup stated that is not a legitimate posting place and is done as a courtesy by the fire department.  The change was in the paper and posted on the door at the Webb Lake Town Hall.

John Kielkucki made a motion to adjourn at 5:25 PM and Steve Austin seconded it.  Meeting adjourned.
