Board Meeting – January 7, 2019, 6:00 PM

Webb Lake Town Hall
The regular monthly board meeting was called to order by Chairman, Steve Austin at 6:00 PM at the Webb Lake Town Hall.  Eleven people attended the meeting.

The Pledge of Allegiance was  recited and roll call taken.  

VERIFICATION OF PUBLIC POSTINGS:  Gail  Keup, Clerk, stated the agenda was posted January 5, 2019 in three places.

CHANGES TO ORDER OF AGENDA:  There were no changes made to the order of the agenda.

CORRESPONDENCE:  The board reviewed the correspondence with nothing of significance to discuss.  

APPROVAL OF DECEMBER MINUTES:  John Kielkucki made a motion to approve the December minutes as presented and Steve Austin seconded it.  Motion carried.  Greg Main abstained as he was absent from the last meeting.

APPROVAL OF CLERK'S BILL LISTING:  John Kielkucki made a motion to approve the December expenditures in the amount of $52,139.56  and Greg Main seconded it.  Motion carried.

APPROVAL OF TREASURER'S REPORT:  John Kielkucki made a motion to approve the treasurer's report with an ending available balance of $529,621.53 and Greg Main seconded it.  Motion carried.  Treasurer, Wendy Purcell explained that balance included taxes for 2010 so that balance minus the taxes, overpayments, personal property payments and dog licenses for 2019, our actual balance for December of 2018 is $153,038.05.  Wendy explained that the town's Bremer Bank account is now completely closed.

APPROVE LIQUOR LICENSE FOR NORTHWOODS INN UNDER NEW OWNERSHIP:  Greg Main made a motion to approve the Liquor License for Northwoods Inn and John Kielkucki seconded it.  Motion carried.  Benais Smiley has completed necessary paperwork and the ad has been posed in the Burnett County Sentinel.

DOG LICENSING REQUIREMENTS:  Steve Austin stated other townships have done away with collecting dog licenses and he would like to do so.  Wendy Purcell stated she wasn't sure if that was possible but will check with the county clerk to see what can or cannot be done.

ROADS :  Road Foreman Carl Meister gave a report on cost of repairs to Adams Lake Road and other various roads that need repairing.  More discussion will be forthcoming as to actual cost of repairs.
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PUBLIC COMMENTS:  Webb Lake Fire Chief Mike Hemquist stated therre will be a CPR class held at the Webb Lake town hall Saturday, January 19th from 9:00 AM to 1:00 PM  The Webb Lake First Responders will be teaching the class and all are invited to attend.  The second class will be heldd on February 9th on first aid and blood born pathogens.
